DEATH OF FRANK STEPHENS.

—_

Well-known Citizen Passes Away After
a Brief Illness.

The readers of the Miner who knew him
will learn with mingled feelings of sur-
prize and regret of the death of Frank
Stephens, which occurred last evening at
his rooms in the block that bears his
name, and of which he was the owner,
During the years of his residence in Butte.
in fact ante-dating them, Mr. Stephens ]
had become generally known and highly
respected. Rugged in lpok and speech he
moved among his fellow men expressing
his opinions upon all subjects with char-
acteristic vigor and rarely if ever giving
offense and certainly never intending to
do g0, He was a good progressive citizen,
straightforward and upright in his busi-
ness dealings and in his social relations
always companionable. His sickness, in-
flammation «of the bladder, developed less
than 10 days ago, and on Tuesday night
he submitted to an operation from the ef-
fects of which he did not rally,

Deceased was 63 years of age, a native
of Ireland, but came to the United States
when 12 years of age, After remaining in
the east a short time he went to St. Louis,
and from there, in 186, he came west, go-
ing to Utah in the employ of the govern-
ment as a teamster. In 1865 he went to
‘Alder Gulch, and after being there some
years he located on a ranch near Sheri-
dan, in Madison county. In 181 he sold
out in Madison and removed to a beauti-
ful ranch in the Deer Lodge vwvalley, of
which he remains the owner. In 180 he
