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SHE WAS A NOBLE WOMAN.

HER CHARITABLE DEEDS WERE
NUMEROUS.

Gen. P. R. Dolman and two of his
three children left Thursday for Louisi-
ana, Mo., with the body of Mrs. Dolman,
which will be interred in the old fam-
ily burying ground at Louisiana. They
were 2ccompanied as far as Bozeman
by Andrcw J. Davis, cashier at the First
National bank, who had served with
Mrs. Dolman on the first board of pub-
lic library trustees and admired her for
the many noble attributes of character
she possessed. If ever the virtues of
humanity and Christianity were blend-
ed in the life of a human being, Mrs,
Dolman was that being, and the entirw.
community will miss her as it never be-
fore missed a woman. Her life was en-
tirely devoted to her family and the
work of Christianity and charity, but
unlike many others in this world her
modesty prevented her from speaking
of her good deeds. She was the instiga-
tor of the “Silent Charity” movement
in this city and the mother of the
Butte public library, which now stands
as a monument to her indefatigable ef-
forts. The first public address ever de-
livered having for its object the estah-
lishment of that grand institution, that
temple of learning, came from the lips
of Mrs. P. R. Dolman in the opera house.
That address was the seed from which
aprang the fine, handsome structure,
with its 20,000 volumes of choice litera-
ture. From that very moment the
movement grew and C. X. Larabee of-
fered $10,000 toward the building and
its equipment provided the citizens of
Butte would subscribe a like amount. It
was then that Mrs. Dolman and others
began their hard work in behalf of the
library and how well they succeeded is
patent to all. Mrs. Dolman was made
financial secretary of the first board of
trustees, and with Mrs. J. H. Harper,
Mrs. T. T. Baker and the late Mrs. Julia
Darrow Jackson made a canvas of the
city in the interest of the fund. The
board which turned the library over to
the city comprised Gov. Rickards, Chas.
W. Goodale, Andrew J. Davis, Mrs. P.
R. Dolman and Mrs. J. H. Harper. Out
of respect to the memory of the dead
lady, Prof. Clinton H. Moore placed the
flag at half-mast on the library build-
ing on the day of the funeral, which was
Thursday.

All in all, Mrs. Dolman was a noble
woman in every sense of the word and
her charitable hand and heart will be
sadly missed by the high, the low, the
rich and the poor of Butte. She was a
devout member of the Presbyterian
church. She was also a member of the
Woman's Relief Corps and several
other societies for women. She was
born in Louisiana, Pike county, Mo., 46
vears ago and was married to Mr. Dol-
man in 1873, In 1880 Mr. Dolman came
to Montana and she followed a vear
later. Since then and up to the time
death closed her eyves forever she had
been almost a constant rvesident of
Butte.

Highly Respected.

Mr, Baker was one of BEutte's most
highly respected citizens. He was born
in Barbour county, West Virginia,
and at the outbreak of the civil
war he enlisted in the Fifth
West Virginia regiment, fighting on
the union side. He served through
the war and was mustered out with the
rank of second lieutenant. After the war
he went to Iowa and there attended the
college at Grinnell, being graduated from
that institution in 1873. He taught in the
college for two years and came to Mon-
tana in 1875, teaching school in Virginia
City for two years. He came to Butte in
1877, following the profession of civil en-
gineer and surveyor until his last illness,
He was county surveyor of Silver Bow
county for one term. Most of the time,
however, He was engaged In practicing
his profession for himself, being account-
ed one of the most expert civil engineers
in the state. A widow, a son, Jacob, and
a daughter, Julia, survive him. A sister,

Mrs. T. Z. Johnson, resides in Missoula,
a sister in Kansas, three sisters in Mis-
souri, and two brothers and a sister in
West Virginia are also left to mourn his
death., Mr, Baker was sixty-six years
old. He died Monday afternoon.

BALL IN BROWN'S GULCH.

That hunters cannot take too much pre-

caution, when after wild fowl or game or
merely shooting at a target is well proved
by the story of how Jacob Baker of the
Butte Street Railway force got shot Thurs-
day last. Irresponsible persons take gun
in hand and without the slightest idea of
where their shots may go or who may be
in the line of their range, bang wild and
incautiously.

Those who walk the hills around Butte
on a Sunday afternon will notice the num-
bers of young fellows who shoot wildly
into thickets, through fences and along
streams where others may easily be taking
a rest. That the practice is to be con-
demned there is no one will deny, but that
precautions should be taken by some one

Jin authority is equally evident. Too many

accidents occur nowadays and too many
precious lives are sacrificed to childish
ignorance of the merest common sense or
to over grown impetuosity,

It is time something were done in the
way of instruction or otherwise to make
it impossible for such accidents to occur.
Even with the greatest care there is dan-
ger, and this makes it all the more im-
perative why care should be taken,

The story of how Baker went out
Thursday last to shoot ducks and got shot
himself in the face, necessitating a two
days’ lay off, leaked out this morning.
Baker was not much the worse of his ex-
perience but he had to thank his lucky
stars, He went to Brown's Gulch Thurs-
day and was standing on a point overlook-
ing the valleys, when without any sound
a rifle ball of small caliber struck him in
the chin, penetrating the flesh and passing
between the lips and the teeth. - The bullet
came out at the side of the nose. Part of
the bone in the chin was shattered, but
after two days' treatment Baker was all
right again and turned into work Sunday
morning. The shot that struck him must
have been a stray ome and was fired by
some one half a mile away.
