“Charles Mattison was born at West
Branch, Tows yeans ago. His edu-
cation was bhegun In the common
schools of his town, and in 1886 ho
graduated with homor from the Uai-
versity of Towa, at Towa City.

In 1885, he came to Moniana and
began the study of law with the well-
Jnown firm of Knowles & Forbis, and
thres years later was admitted Lo
practjee by the supreme court of Mon-

‘tana. He continued for some vears in
the office of Knowles & Forbis, and
afterwards with the firm of Forbis &

ate M. L. Wines, county attorney. He
resigned as deputy county attorney to
accept a partnership with James
W. Forbis, under the firm name of
Forbis & Mattison. Upon the death
of Mr. Forbis, in 4904, Mr. Mattison
practiced law as the senior member of
the firm of Mattison, Cavanaugh &
Poore. until 1910, and since thaf time,
until his death, he was alone in prace
tice.

This two story remodeled Victorian residence with a wood and asphalt shingled hip
and gable roof has a stuccoed-over foundation and is of frame construction with
possible brick veneer construction with stucco applied to all wall surfaces.
Windows are mostly double hung. The front polygonal bay windows have arched
upper sashes. There are two interior brick chimneys.

A well dome roofed polygonal turret in the southeast corner (Excelsior & Galena)
has elaborate frieze (one of the only wall details remaining). It is over a
south and east wrapping porch, enclosed with multi-lites.

The first Sanborn Map that included this area is ‘the 1900 edition; the information
for buildings on S. Excelsior was not located in the 1900 Census; Daybooks for the
Columbia Lode (aka Dolman Addition) begin in 1909. This building firs* appears on the
1900 Sanborn, but no building permit was discovered to document its construction.

Research of the plats in the Silver Bow Assessor's office indicated that Charles
Mattison purchases a parcel of land in the COlumbia Lode from John Slemmons in
1897 or 1898. The description of the ?roperty was by meets and bounds, but the
1900 Polk directory verrified Mattison's residence as 15 S. Excelsior. Mattison
was a lawyer with the firm Forbis and Mattison, offices at 47 E. Broadway.
